3. Timetable
· January 2015 – completion of the technical report; commence drafting of the strategy and action plan.
· 6th February 2015 – University of Manchester workshop to provide an update on the development of the strategy and action plan, and to identify and begin to develop additional activities that will contribute to the delivery of the strategy. 
· Early-February 2015 – first draft strategy and action plan completed.

· 11th February 2015 – external stakeholder workshop by invitation to those organisations engaged and identified throughout the development of the strategy to date; to provide an update on the development of the strategy and action plan, and to identify and begin to develop additional activities that will contribute to the delivery of the strategy.

· Mid to late February 2015 – consultation with Council officers and Executive Members on the draft strategy and action plan; final drafting of the strategy and action plan.

· End-February 2015 – final draft strategy, action plan, and technical report submitted to the Council’s Scrutiny Support Service.

· End-February/early-March – five ward level environmental audits and workshops delivered to identify opportunities to deliver environment and climate change projects at a local level, including identification of projects that will contribute towards the delivery of the GI strategy.
· 10th March 2015 – Neighbourhoods Scrutiny Committee; final draft strategy, action plan, and technical report presented for endorsement
· 18th March 2015 – Executive; final draft strategy, action plan, and technical report presented for approval.
· Mid-March onwards – delivery of the strategy and action plan overseen by the MACF Green and Blue Infrastructure Group; identification and development of additional projects to be undertaken on an ongoing basis, supported and facilitated by the MACF Green and Blue Infrastructure Group and the wider MACF network of stakeholders.
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
